“‘Meadows 3 Detachment” from the Leucadia Wastewater District
(DD10-01)

Proponent

Description/Justification

Proposed is the detachment of 70 parcels totaling 32.52 acres, known as the La Costa
Meadows Unit 3 subdivision, from the Leucadia Wastewater District (WD). LAFCO has
not received any opposition to this detachment, however a public hearing will be
necessary because the proposal is considered inhabited and written consent has not
been obtained from the affected landowners. The District is requesting the detachment
of these developed parcels because the City of Carlsbad is constructing a new gravity
sewer tributary that will serve the proposal area.

Leucadia WD and the City of Carlsbad have been working together on a project to
improve the sewer collection system in this small area of Carlsbad. The 70 parcels
include residential properties in the La Costa Meadows Unit 3 subdivision. This project
will replace the aging Meadows 3 Pump Station, which has been servicing the area. The
new system will be more cost-efficient because it will be based on a gravity sewer line.
Upon detachment, the City of Carlsbad will take over sewer service and ownership of
the collection facilities.

The City of Carlsbad and Leucadia WD have approved an agreement containing terms
and conditions regarding the detachment of the La Costa Meadows Unit 3 area from
Leucadia WD. The terms and conditions include provisions about facilities, operation
and maintenance, and fees and tax transfers related to an agreement for Carlsbad to
assume permanent wastewater service to the Meadows 3 service area upon
detachment from Leucadia WD. The agreement is in compliance with Government
Code Section 56886 and can be imposed as a term and condition of detachment by
LAFCO.

According to County Staff, the detachment is subject to a Master Property Tax
Exchange Resolution in which all property tax revenue (base and increment) will be




reallocated from Leucadia WD to the City of Carlsbad. In FY2009-10, this annual base
property tax amount was $4,534 and the annual increment was .01278529.

Location

North of Alga Road , east of EI Camino Real, south of Palomar Airport Road, and west
of Melrose Drive (Thos. Bros. pg. 1127/H4-H5).

Executive Officer Recommendation

(1)  Find that the Commission, acting as a responsible agency, has considered the
environmental effects of the project as shown in the attached mitigated negative
declaration prepared by the City of Carlsbad. The mitigation is under the
jurisdiction of the City and not LAFCO because the affected resources and the
extension of public services will be within the city limits upon detachment; and

(2)  Adopt the form of resolution approving this detachment for the reasons set forth
in the Executive Officer's Report, waiving the Conducting Authority proceedings
according to Government Code Section 56663(d), and ordering the detachment,
subject to the payment of State Board of Equalization Fees and the terms and
conditions listed in Attachment 1.
