Proposal

“Ruiz Annexation” to the Spring Valley Sanitation District
(DA03-20)

Proponent
Property owners, by petition

Description/Justification

Proposed is the annexation of a vacant .52-acre parcel. The property owners intend to build
one single-family home on the site; annexation to the sanitation district will allow the
residence to be connected to a public sewer system. The District has capacity to provide
service from a sewer line located 125 feet from the property. The parcel is surrounded by
residential development on three sides, with Highway 54 at its northern border. The parcel
is located within the South Bay Irrigation District and the Bonita-Sunnyside Fire Protection
District for the provision of water and fire protection services, respectively. The property is
within the sphere of influence for Chula Vista rather than the Spring Valley Sanitation
District. Although not in the sphere for the Spring Valley Sanitation District, this property
may be annexed to the sanitation district without an amendment since it is subject to a
LAFCO policy covering sewer service in this area.

The Board of Supervisors has adopted a Master Enterprise District Resolution stating that
no property tax transfer would be required as a result of this jurisdictional change.

Sweetwater Community Plan: Residential 3 (2 du/acre)
County zoning: RR-2 (2 du/acre)

Location
North of Avenida San Miguel, adjacent to Paseo De La Vista on the east, south of Highway

54, and west of Willow Street in the unincorporated community of Bonita (Thos. Bros., pg.
1310/F2).



Executive Officer Recommendation

(1) Find in accordance with the Executive Officer's determination, that pursuant to
Section 15319(b) of the State CEQA Guidelines, the annexation is not subject to the
environmental impact evaluation process because the proposal area involves
annexation of individual small parcels of the minimum size for facilities exempted by
Section 15303; and

(2)  Adopt the form of resolution approving this annexation for the reasons set forth in
the Executive Officer's Report, waiving the Conducting Authority proceedings
according to Government Code Section 56663(c), and ordering the annexation
subject to the following condition:

Payment by the property owner of District annexation fees, San Diego
LAFCO processing fees, and State Board of Equalization charges.
