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I voted in that election along with nearly 5000 other voters and reaffirmed my right to vote on my debt. I
believe 95-1 is responsible for RMWD solvency and financial success over the last twenty years as compared to
FPUD's spendthrift approach to management and their failure to protect the ratepayers. Please see my letter to
you dated July 31, 2014, attached. This voter's right can not be taken away from me and others with the swipe
of a LAFCO pen approving FPUD's application. My right can only be taken away from me with another public
vote to remove or modify 95-1. This is a serious matter.

RMWD board is elected by division or district and not at-large. FPUD may have been organized eighty years
ago through a legislative action which prescribes an at-large vote but this runs completely counter to our
democratic process of elections. The USA representative form of government elects by geographical areas,
counties, states, districts, Electoral College, etc. I for one will not be forced into an "at-large PUD" which strips
me of my right to proper representation in my rural area. FPUD has a 35,000 residential population and RMWD
18,000 rural. The result of an at-large election are obvious. Add to that the absolution of 95-1 and any taxpayer
protection I may have had would be stripped. What if Prop 13 was stripped from us. This is a serious matter
centered around the removal of my voter rights. Does LAFCO have the authority to unilaterally absolve my
right to vote for fair representation as well as my right to vote on debt?

I believe any decision by LAFCO makes for or against is a "train wreck" waiting to happen. There will be
litigation either way, expensive long term litigation that the ratepayers on both sides as well as the County
taxpayers will have to bear. Any small synergistic saving will forever be lost to the lawyers. This is lose/lose.
So, is there a mandate that says LAFCO must make a ruling in favor or against either party? Why not simply
remand the matter back to the parties because of financial incompatibility and let them fight it out. LAFCO
walks away without any scars and maybe the parties would wisely agree to disagree and drop the matter or
agree to a new permanent JPA. No litigation. End of drama and expense. Win /Win.

He was so inappropriate in his response to me that I thought it could be dangerous for me not to rush
out. Unfortunately, I no longer remember his name.

By this time, however, I had learned only to expect crude and unprofessional behavior from managers and
employers of FPUD.

So when my husband and I had the opportunity to sell our first Fallbrook home, we looked for another home
and made sure it was in a different water district. Fortunately, we found a nice property served by the RMWD.

For the past 12 years that we have been customers of RMWD, we have only experienced courteous and prompt
responses to any and all questions.

We believe it is important for those of us who pay the bills that support our Districts to be treated appropriately.

Is this your most important consideration? Probably not, but I believe it should be one of your considerations
because the Public deserves choices.

Please do not force us to move again to avoid having to work only through an FPUD controlled District.

admit they are very compelling. However, none of your arguments address my primary concern. My primary concern has always been
the lack of creditability of FPUD. I have witnessed a FPUD director lie to the public and you, knowing that lies are being perpetrated,

do nothing to correct the record.

That brings me to one of your arguments that failed to pass independent verification. I would like to know why.

You state the following.

Concern: Employees of FPUD receive pension and healthcare benefits nearly twice as costly as those received by their counterparts at
RMWD, so a merger would force RMWD ratepayers to subsidize these more generous benefits.

Facts: FPUD and Rainbow make nearly identical employer contributions to employee retirement and healthcare benefits plans. For
example, retirement plan contributions], as a percent of salaries, are shown below: e Rainbow current contribution to CalPERS:
15.7% (16.7% in 2015) e Fallbrook current contribution to CalPERS: 16.6% 2

I'am writing to express to you that as a customer/owner residing in the Rainbow Municipal Water District (RMWD) | am
in favor of preserving local control of our water district and water rates.

I have followed these events over the past year, and even prior to the recent "separation” of the two entities, and was
not in favor of the consolidation for many reasons.

In my opinion, from the beginning, it appeared to be less of a "consolidation" and more of an absorption of RMWD.

As we know from watching both the federal and state levels of our government, the larger government gets, the less
efficient, the more opportunities for waste and the more likely increases in taxes/fees/rates will be. Arguments are
often made to the contrary, but having a financial background in my professional life shows otherwise.

The fact that Fallbrook Public Utilities Commission (FPUD) and RMWD has, at least publicly, been said to have come to a
halt due to the fact that the form of representation could not be agreed upon and is suspect for why FPUD was trying to
enforce their current form of government.

The entire San Diego County was fiercely impacted by a drought that
lasted nearly 12 years due to the fact there were no alternative water resources.

At one point a member of the Fallbrook board
was heard saying that Rainbow will never receive any water out of the pipelines running right through Rainbow;

As instructed
by SDCWA, the Rainbow community quickly got organized and those members interested in receiving water from
SDCWA'’s pipeline even pitched in to purchase the necessary pipe. In 1953, Rainbow MWD was established with
Vallecitos Mutual as a subordinate unit. This was all due to the efforts of the Rainbow community members,
including myself, taking action to make sure the area received the water resources necessary for survival.

Fallbrook PUD did not want Rainbow MWD to survive back in the early days, but the Rainbow community
persevered and is much stronger than ever before. Now Fallbrook PUD wants to strip the Rainbow community of
all its efforts and hard work put forth to make its water district the resilient entity it is today. This does not seem
rational.
